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Kleanthis, in Plaka which is where the courses were first held.  This
house has been renovated and operates as the Museum of the
University’s History. Initially, the University of Athens was named
“Othonian University” after Greece’s first King, Othon.  In the
beginning, it consisted of 4 Schools and 52 students.  In 1841 the
administrative services and Schools were transferred to what is
presently known as the “Main Building” of the University of Athens
which, in 1932, was officially named National and Kapodistrian
University of Athens, in honour of Ioannis Kapodistrias, first Governor
of the Greek State.The Main Building of the University was built
under the supervision of the German engineer Edward Schaubert,
following the plan created by Christian Hansen, a Danish architect.
The Great Hall of the Main Building was completed in 1851. The
paintings outside the building were executed by Edward Lebiedski
according to designs by Austrian painter Karl Rahl: they depict King
Othon surrounded by the personifications of the Sciences reborn in
Greece.

Courses no longer take place in the historical Main Building, but the
Great Hall of this Building still hosts cultural events and conferences
organized throughout the academic year. The offices of the Rector,
the Vice-Rectors, the International Relations Department and other
administrative services are also housed in this Building. 

Nowadays the various Schools/Faculties of the University along with
its other services are found: in the University Campus of Zographou
region, which contains the majority of University’s Faculties; in the
area of Goudi where 3 of the Health Faculties are situated; and in
the centre of Athens where the rest of the Faculties are located.
The University of Athens is among the largest universities in Europe
with 32 Faculties, about 110.000 undergraduate and postgraduate
students, 2.100 teaching staff and 1.600 administrative staff.

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The Faculties and their respective Departments, offer a wide range
of undergraduate courses, leading to a Diploma equivalent to a
Bachelor of Arts or Science degree, after a minimum of four years of
studies –with the exceptions of the School of Medicine (six years), the
Faculty of Dentistry (five years), the Faculty of Pharmacy (five years)
and the Faculty of Music Studies (five years). All Faculties offer
Postgraduate courses leading to a Master of Arts or Science degree
and Doctoral studies leading to a PhD degree. 

Requirements for the participation in the LLP/ERASMUS Programme
The National and Kapodistrian University of Athens, under the
framework of the LLP/ Erasmus programme has established
approximately 580 bilateral agreements with more than 300
European Higher Education Institutions, with which it exchanges
annually an increasing number of students.  As of now the number
of the incoming students is more than 4.100 and the number of the
outgoing students is more than 8.400.

Exchange students are being accepted only from partner
Universities with which there are signed bilateral agreements in
specific subject areas. This information can be obtained by
contacting the International Relations/Erasmus Office of the partner
University.

All partner universities are asked to respect the subject area exchange
flows as outlined in the signed bilateral agreements, since it is not
possible to appoint a tutor for students from a different subject area. 
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Courses at the University of Athens are normally taught in Greek.
However, there are also courses in other languages, especially at the
Foreign Languages’ Faculties and the Faculty of Law which offers
specialized programmes in English, French, German and Italian.
Some postgraduate programmes offer courses in other languages
(mainly in English). In all other Faculties there are special
arrangements for LLP/Erasmus students. The most common one is
the assignment of essays in English with the use of English
bibliography. As not all incoming students are fluent in Greek at the
beginning of their study, the University of Athens requires a sufficient
knowledge of the English language to allow students to communicate
and function within an academic context.

On arrival in Athens
All incoming Erasmus students are obliged to attend the Orientation
Day which takes place at the Main building of the University
(Propylaia), at 30 Panepistimiou Street.

In order to select the courses of their personal programme of
study, students should always discuss with their home coordinator
according to the requirements of the study plan of their home
University. Students are also advised to discuss this topic with the
Departmental Coordinator of the University of Athens.  After the
selection of courses they must fill in their Learning Agreement
(which can be obtained by the Erasmus Office of their home
institution) and have it signed by both the Departmental and
Institutional Coordinator of both universities.
Please note that the ECTS system is used in most of the Faculties
of the University of Athens.  Information about the allocation of
credits can be obtained either by the website or by the
departmental coordinator of the Faculty.
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The Orientation Day takes place twice per year:

End of September for students of the 1st semester 
Beginning of February for students of the 2nd semester

(The exact dates are announced on our website
by the end of June)

During the Orientation Day students are pre-registered and obtain
the "Certificate for the Admission as an Erasmus Student" necessary
for their enrollment in their respective Faculties.  They also receive
information concerning their stay and studies at the University of
Athens.

If a student arrives after the Orientation Day, he/she must report first
to the Erasmus Office of the International Relations Department in
order to register and obtain the "Certificate for the Admission as an
Erasmus Student" and then proceed to the enrollment in the chosen
Faculty.

Accommodation
In order to assist foreign students, the Erasmus Office in
collaboration  with the ESN KAPA ATHENS, the Erasmus students’
organization of the University of Athens, have prepared a list of
persons who rent rooms or apartments to students. In order to have
access to the list, students must contact the ESN KAPA ATHENS
Organization (housing@esnkapa.org).  Prices for a single room in
a shared apartment may start at 250€ per month. Prices for small
apartments for one person start at 300€ per month. Usually, renters
are asked to pay in advance a fixed amount (equivalent to the rent
of two months) as a deposit, which will be returned to them upon
their departure on the condition that no damage or unpaid bills are
remaining.
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Until permanent accommodation is found, students may stay at
certain Foreign Institutes’ Guest Houses or Youth Hostels located in
the centre of Athens, at relatively low prices. Students who wish to
stay there may receive a list from the Erasmus Office upon request.
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Health Insurance
Students who are residents of EU countries (and also of Norway,
Iceland, Liechtenstein or Switzerland) should obtain, before
departure from their country, the European Health Insurance Card.  
Upon their registration at the National and Kapodistrian University of
Athens, all Erasmus students will obtain a medical care booklet by
which they are entitled to free full medical care, including medication
and hospital treatment. 
Whenever students need medical care, they may address the Health
Services of the University Club (see Annex 3)  daily except Saturdays
and Sundays, by presenting their medical care booklet.
For any medicines prescribed, students must present their medical
care booklet (within two days of the issue of the prescription) to the
doctor of the Medical Service of the University Club in order to be
validated (every day 08.30 -13.30).

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Transportation to and from the airport
The Athens International Airport “Eleftherios Venizelos” (www.aia.gr)
is located 27km southeastern of Athens and is accessible via Attiki
Odos, a motorway that constitutes the Athens City Ring Road.

By metro (underground railway) www.amel.gr
Every 30 minutes from the Airport to the centre of Athens
(Monastiraki Station) and from Athens (Monastiraki Station) to the
Airport (the duration is approximately 45 min.). The cost is 8€ per
person or 4€ for reduced fare.  The ticket for two persons costs 14€
and for three persons 20€.

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By Bus (24-hour service) www.oasa.gr
All buses depart from the designated area on the inner curbside of
the arrivals level of the Main Terminal Building exactly outside the
Schengen Exit (doors 4-5) 
There are three bus itineraries dedicated to carry passengers to and
from the airport. For Express Lines X95, X96, X97 the ticket (which
can be purchased from the drivers of the airport buses) costs 5€ and
the reduced fare costs 2,50€.
• Line X95 (Syntagma Square - Airport Express) has its departure
point at the centre of Athens (Othonos Str. at Syntagma Square)
and via Vas. Sofias Avenue, Messogion Avenue and Attiki Odos
terminates at the airport (approx. 70 min.)

• Line X96 (Piraeus - Airport Express) has a bus stop at the centre
of Piraeus (railway station) and via Possidonos Avenue, Varis-
Varkizas, and Varis-Koropiou Roads terminates at the airport
(approx. 90 min.)

• Line X97 (Stathmos Dafni - Airport Express) departs from the
metro station Dafni, travels via Vouliagmenis Avenue, and
terminates at the airport (approx. 70 min.)

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By Taxi 
The taxi queue starts from Door 4 of the Arrivals Level and extends
up to Door 1. The price for transportation to/from the airport is 35€
from/to the centre of Athens.

By Car
Private cars can use the outer curbside of the arrivals level for
embarkation. Extensive signage is available on the Attiki Odos for
the junctions leading to the southern suburbs, and the rest of the
destinations.

Money - Currency Exchange
The unit of currency is the Euro. The denomination of coins is as
follows: 1 and 2€; 1, 2, 5, 10, 20, and 50 cents. The denomination
of bank notes is: 5, 10, 20, 50, 100, 200 and 500€.
Exchange rates fluctuate daily, so you will need to find out the current
rate before exchanging your money. All the major international banks
have branches in Athens. Most of the Banks are open from Monday
to Thursday: 08.00 -14.30 and on Friday till 14.00.

Telephone - Postal Service
Today, most public phones in Athens work with phone cards which
are available at the Hellenic Telecommunications Organization
(OTE) offices and newspaper kiosks (periptera). 

All post offices in Athens are open Monday to Friday 07.30 - 14.00.

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There are, however, some central post offices that stay open until
later and on weekends:

If you need to send a letter after these hours there are stamp vending
machines and post-boxes outside all central post offices.

Driving in Athens
An international driving license is required.

Public transport
For the use of public transport, 185 is the telephone number you
need to remember. Dial it 07.30-22.30 daily and you will be given
information about all means of transportations (timetables, itineraries
and other).

Bus and trolley bus routes (www.oasa.gr)
Tickets for buses and trolley buses are sold at some newspaper kiosks
(“periptera”), at special booths or stands of the Athens Public
Transport Network, which are situated in the main squares of the city
and at several bus stops. The price of a ticket is 1,20€ and that of
the reduced fare 0,60€. 
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PLEASE NOTE THAT A TICKET FOR USING
ALL PUBLIC TRANSPORT COSTS 1,40 € FOR REGULAR FARE
AND 0,70 € FOR REDUCED FARE. 
THIS TICKET IS VALID FOR 90 MINUTES.
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Operating hours of buses and trolley buses: 05.00-00.30 every 10
to 30 minutes depending on the route and the traffic conditions.

Electric railway line (ISAP) (www.isap.gr)
The electric railway line (Line 1) serves the area from Piraeus to
Kifissia, passing under Omonia Square and part of the centre of
Athens. 

Tickets for the electric railway are bought in every station from selling
offices and automatic vending machines. The fare is 1,20€ while
that of the reduced fare costs 0,60€. 

Operating hours of the electric railway: 05.00-24.00 every five
minutes. 

Metro lines (www.amel.gr)
Two Metro lines (underground railway) connect main parts of the city
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The Faculty of Law building
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with a two-line system: Line 2: Agios Dimitrios - Agios Antonios and
Line 3: Egaleo - Doukissis Plakentias – Airport.

The price of a ticket is 1,40€, while that of the reduced fare for
special categories of citizens and for students is 0,70€. Operating
hours of the metro lines: 05.30-24.00 (on Fridays and Saturdays it
operates until 02.00)

Residence permit
Students from EU countries who are going to stay in Greece for more
than three months are required to apply for a Residence Permit at the
Police Aliens' Department having the following:
• 3 photographs  
• passport or identity card (2 photocopies)
• certificate in Greek language from the Secretariat of the Faculty
certifying that the student is registered as an exchange student for
the specific academic year (2 photocopies)

• the medical care booklet issued from the University of Athens 
(2 photocopies)

• the European Health Insurance Card (2 photocopies)
• certificate of accommodation (such as rental contract etc.) in
Greek (2 photocopies)

• There is a multiple-journey transport card which costs 20€ and allows
free journeys on buses, trolley buses and tram for a month, while that of
the reduced fare for students costs 10€.

• Additionally, there is a multiple-journey transport card which costs 45€
and allows free journeys on buses, trolley buses, electric railway, metro
lines, “Proastiakos” and tram for a month, while that of the reduced fare
for students costs 23€.
Attention: All students should carry their University Student Card for pub-
lic transport in order to obtain the tickets and transport cards in reduced
prices.
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Students from other European countries are advised to contact the
Greek Embassy or Consulate in their country for entrance regulations
prior to their departure and then to apply for a three-month student
visa to Greece. Students who are going to study in Athens for more
than three months should apply for a Residence Permit at the Aliens’
Department of the Municipality of Athens having the following:
• 3 photographs  
• passport  (photocopy of the whole document)
• visa or a student visa  
• certificate from the Secretariat of the Faculty certifying that the
student is registered as an exchange student 

• health certificate obtained by a Greek public hospital *
• medical care booklet 
• statement of the student about his/her address in Athens

Attention:  A deposit of 150€, bought by a tax office, is also required
only for students from other European countries who come for their
practical training, via the Erasmus Placement Programme (according
to Law 3386, article 34, paragr. 3).

Please also note the Acropolis Sound and Light Show, the
Athens Concert Hall (Megaron Mousikis), the Greek National Opera
House etc.
Furthermore, a great number of cinemas, theatres, galleries, clubs,
restaurants, tavernas are available. 

For other kind of entertainment greek youth visits, especially in
weekends, the area of Psirri (Monastiraki metro station) and the Gazi
(near Kerameikos metro station), as well as Panormou Street
(Panormou metro station) where there are bars/restaurants with
music and booze.
